NCM FATHOM ALTERNATIVE EVENTS  
 

Variety of NCM Fathom Events, including the Met Live in HD Series,  

Presented in Select Florida and Alabama Cobb Theatres 
 

Centennial, Colo. and Birmingham, Ala. (January 21, 2009) – National CineMedia LLC 

(NCM), has entered into a network affiliate agreement with Cobb Theatres for the 

presentation of live and pre-recorded in-theatre events presented by NCM’s Fathom 

division.  Under the terms of the new agreement, NCM has expanded its Digital 

Broadcast Network – the largest high-definition digital in-theatre live network in North 

America – to include nine initial Cobb theatre locations in Miami, Palm Beach, 

Lakeland, Merritt Island and Wesley Chapel, Fla. as well as Gulf Shores and Tuscaloosa, 

Ala. 

 

With the addition of the Cobb theatres and theatres from NCM’s founding member 

exhibitors, AMC Entertainment Inc., Cinemark Holdings, Inc. (NYSE: CNK) and Regal 

Entertainment Group (NYSE: RGC), as well as network affiliate theatres, NCM’s Digital 

Broadcast Network now includes more than 465 theatres. 

 

Through special satellite-based high-definition projection and encryption systems, 

NCM’s Digital Broadcast Network distributes live and pre-recorded Fathom events in 

markets across the United States, including “Orfeo ed Euridice” on Jan. 24th, the seventh 

opera in a series of 11 in the critically-acclaimed The Metropolitan Opera: Live in High 

Definition series. Additional upcoming Fathom events at select Cobb theatres include 

Sword of the Stranger on Feb. 5th and A Powerful Noise on March 5th. Tickets for all 



Fathom events may be purchased at participating theatre box offices or online at 

www.FathomEvents.com.
